This year's performance of the Hellenic Dance Company has the
overall title WAR. It probably sounds strange, since the world of
art mainly advances thelidea of peace and creation. We were
led, however, to this title through the thematics of the works
includedvirmthis performance, which depict moments of a world
in crisis, Moments of aggression or violence on a personal and
social level, can be seen in the pieces of the artists who
collaborated with the Hellenic Dance Company, that is of Jasmin
Vardimon, Hofesh Shechter, RootlessRoot {Linda Capetanea -
lozef Frucek), Pascal Rioult, as well as in the timeless protest-
piece of Martha Graham.

Dance, with its immediate physical presence on the stage, in
front of the audience's eyes, has the unique ability to enlarge our
emotions, shocking the audience. With the belief that we live
times of increasing aggression, this is the exact thing we wished
to achieve: capture the audience, allow them to enjoy fine
works performed by the new, talented generation of Greek
dancers, but also make the audience think on the irrationality of
violence, and the psychological and actual desolation that war
brings.

Pascal Rioult was born in France. He graduated from
the University of Paris with a Master's degree on
Scientific Education in 1981 and then studied gonce in
New York with a scholarship from the French Ministry
of Culture. He danced with May O' Donnel's and Paul
Sanasardo's companies before Eecoming a member of
the Martha Graham Dance Company in 1986. As a
lead dancer, he held many of the most important roles
in Graham's repertoire, and in 1990, Graham created
a leading role (the Death Figure) especially for him, in
her ballet Eyes of the Goddess. He was still a member
of Martha 'Graham's company, when he begun his
carrier as a choreographer, in 1989. Since 1994, Mr
Rioult has focused on his attempt to develop his own
choreographic  vocabulary, as well as on the
establishment of his dance company, the "Pascalt
Rioult Dance Theatre". His choreographic work has
been invited and presented by different companies in
the United States and in Europe.
